	Section I: General terms, Conditions, and costs



(8) ADMISSIONS APPLICATION: The admissions process at ST. GREGORY NAZIANZEN INSTITUTE [hereinafter also referred to as the ‘INSTITUTE’], begins with the submission of the Admissions Application and all required documents.
(9) APPLICATION PROCESSING TIME: Applications will be processed in approximately 5–7 weeks.

(10) CERTIFICATE AND DIPLOMA PROGRAMS: All Eastern Christian Studies certificate and diploma programs are FREE with a donation of $500 or more to St. Spyridon Russian Orthodox Church in Union with Old Rome.

(11) DEGREE PROGRAMS: All Eastern Christian Studies degree programs are FREE with a donation of $1,000 or more to St. Spyridon Russian Orthodox Church in Union with Old Rome.
(12) IMPORTANT NOTICE: Your donation is [quite demonstrably] NOT payment for any ECS program.

(13) DONATIONS: All donations will be applied to the support of the general work of St. Spyridon Russian Orthodox Church in Union with Old Rome.  
(14) STUDENT REGISTRATION: Upon acceptance, all applicants will sign and submit an Enrollment Agreement which will govern the relationship between ST. GREGORY NAZIANZEN INSTITUTE and the student.

(15) After the student signs and submits the Enrollment Agreement, the student will be registered [and enrolled in his/her program of studies].

(16) PROGRAM START DATE: The date that a student is deemed to have started his/her program is upon his/her reception of the first course.
(17) COURSES: Failure to complete any course within the allotted [and specified] time-frame [usually 6–8 weeks] will result in dismissal from the program. Extensions [in cases of emergency] may be granted upon written request.
(18) TEXT BOOKS: In most cases, the INSTITUTE will provide [under strict copyright and usage guidelines] electronic versions of the textbooks. The cost of any other related textbooks is not included. 

(19) PLAGIARISM DETECTION DATABASE: All written assignments and manuscripts will be submitted to a plagiarism detection database, such as Turnitin. 
(20) PLAGIARISM [FIRST OFFENSE]: If a student plagiarizes once, he [or she] will be required to take a plagiarism workshop.

(21) PLAGIARISM [SECOND OFFENSE]: If a student plagiarizes more than once, he [or she] will be placed on academic probation. 
(22) REPEATED PLAGIARISM: Repeated acts of plagiarism may result in expulsion from the INSTITUTE. 
(23) ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE: The use of ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE in the writing of assignments [or manuscripts] is strictly forbidden and may result in expulsion from the INSTITUTE.

(24) ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN COMPOSITION: Assignments and manuscripts will be routinely checked by dedicated software that can identify the use of AI in composition.
(25) CERTIFICATES and DEGREES: A certificate or degree is awarded upon program completion when the student satisfactorily completes every course requirement within the allotted [and specified] time-frame as follows:
(a) The Undergraduate Certificate Program must be completed in two (2) years.
(b) The Undergraduate Diploma Program must be completed in three (3) years.

(c) The Bachelor of Arts Program must be completed in five (5) years.
(d) The Master of Arts in Eastern Christian Spirituality and Ministry must be completed in three (3) years.
(e) The Doctor of Ministry/Philosophy in [Eastern] Christian Spirituality and Ministry Mindset and the Doctor of Philosophy in Eastern Christian Studies must be completed in five (5) years. 
(f) Extensions may be granted upon request.
(26) REFUNDS: Donations are NOT refundable.
(27) DONATIONS/PAYMENTS SUBMITTED PRIOR TO JANUARY 2024 are NOT refundable [in accordance with previous regulations].
	Section II: DEGREE ISSUANCE AND ACCREDITATION



(28) DEGREE ISSUANCE: All certificates, diplomas, and degrees are issued by ST. GREGORY NAZIANZEN INSTITUTE.
(29) EXEMPTION: The ecclesiastical academic offerings at the ST. GREGORY NAZIANZEN INSTITUTE are religious in nature, and the INSTITUTE is therefore exempt from state authorization in the US and accepts no US governmental grants or financial aid. 
(30) ACCREDITATION: US‐based students should be aware that the INSTITUTE does not hold or seek accreditation from CHEA‐related US agencies. 
(31) VALIDATION PARTNERSHIPS: The INSTITUTE has entered into Validation Partnerships with Carpathian University (UA) and Nikola Tesla Union University (RS). 
(32) ECS PROGRAMS: Carpathian University (UA) — a fully accredited university in the Ukraine — validates all of the INSTITUTE’s ECS certificate, diploma, and degree programs [and many secondary major programs].

(33) US EQUIVALENCY: Students who desire to use their degrees in the US to pursue further studies will in many cases need to obtain a US Equivalency Certificate from a US credentials evaluator [e.g., World Education Consultant Services]. The INSTITUTE provides extensive institutional and academic documentation to students who apply for a US Equivalency Certificate. 
(34) EQUIVALENCY CERTIFICATES: To date, all of the INSTITUTE’s students who have applied for US Equivalency through World Education Consultant Services have received US Equivalency Certificates.

(35) Applicants may be required to take Pre-requisite Courses before proceeding with the Master of Arts in Eastern Christian Spirituality and Ministry or the Doctor of Ministry/Philosophy in Eastern Christian Spirituality and Ministry Mindset.
